7. Are you a SC resident? If so, what SC county are you from?

8. Write a paragraph or two in which you describe how this financial support would help you advance your

studies, career, etc.

You may consult the department website if you wish to target particular scholarships. Keep in mind, however, that not
all posted scholarships are funded in each cycle. Also keep in mind that the department issues two research paper
awards each spring, one for the best paper in US history and one for the best paper in European history. Each of
these awards provides a cash prize.
