Africa [on Star Trek]. She was also communications officer for the ship. As a black woman, she had two
strikes against her in our twentieth-century world, but in the enlightened society of the twenty-third
century she was a high-ranking and fully capable starship officer. The lovely Uhura saw the crew through
more than one crisis with her impressive knowledge and cool head. In her off-duty time she dressed in
traditional African garb, taking pride in her heritage...Dr. Mae Jemison, the first African-American woman
in space, has unapologetically admitted that watching Lt. Uhura awakened in her the dream of someday
becoming an astronaut." (pp. 60-61) This excerpt shows that the imagination and the alternate realities
the show created have real-world results. It shows the importance of representation of black people in
science fiction and in positive roles on television.
